We are changing the way the community looks at this subject,” said Someone Substantial, mayor of Someplace. 

The Blank Historical Society was formed in 1973 in a grass roots effort to save the town’s former 

Denomination Church from demolition. This community landmark, initially completed in 1835, was the town’s first church. It underwent major improvements between 1870 and 1890 when stunning stained glass gave the building and thus, the town, an uplift.
