Wednesday, February 24 at 11:59 pm for all entry forms - either soon after or during February 
vacation - please help students plan ahead! (including titles and website url addresses)

• Papers - upload paper AND process paper in the registration system or email copy by midnight  
• Websites - access to website editing will close at midnight 
• Documentaries - share video and process paper by midnight. See instructions for more details. 
• All entries - changes to titles, categories or students made after this date may not be reflected in 

judging assignments or documents
