For an outstanding project focusing on the
natural world, including, but not limited to, preservation of wild lands, protection of fish, wildlife
habitat, biodiversity, or the support of threatened species.

Vermont History Award. For an entry demonstrating excellence in the use of primary sources
in research of a Vermont history topic.

Vermont State Archives Award for Outstanding Use of Primary Sources. For entries that
demonstrate outstanding use of primary sources, particularly Vermont primary sources.

Women’s History Award. For an entry focusing on the contributions of women in history.
